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The Community Foundation for Kingston & Area is a 
public charitable association supported and run by citizens 
of the Kingston area (i.e., west to Loyalist 
Township, north to North Frontenac Township, and east 
to the former Pittsburgh Township, including Amherst, 
Wolfe and Howe Islands). 
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The Foundation encourages individuals and organizations 
to establish and build permanent endowments and other 
funds from which worthwhile community projects are 
then funded. 
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The funds from our donors are held in permanent 
endowments which are invested.  The income earned is 
used to make grants to worthy causes of all kinds whose 
projects enhance and strengthen the quality of life in the 
Kingston area.  Currently, the Foundation has nearly $11 
million in its various endowments. 
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2008 has been a challenging year for the Com-
munity Foundation for Kingston & Area.  I am 
pleased to report that we have emerged in 
relatively good shape and have become a 
stronger organization because of it. 
 
I’m sure everyone followed the stock market 
crash that reduced many organization’s (and 
individuals) investments by between 25% and 
50%.  Our Foundation’s Investment Commit-
tee performed admirably well through this 
period with losses of 12%.  Performance of the 
financial markets to date in 2009 show some 
improvement and the consensus in the in-
vestment community is that we are now 
through this difficult period.   
 
Conservative practices in both our granting 
programs and management of our office over-
heads during the good years have allowed us 
to continue to provide grants in the 2009 
Granting Rounds.  We have worked closely 
with our donors to ensure that their needs 
and those of the grant recipients are met in so 
far as available resources allow.  Our Resource 
Development Committee has also been work-
ing hard to exploit new sources of revenue 
(like our breakfast series) and to increase the 
breadth of our existing donor base.   
 
In 2008 we switched from a generic account-
ing system supported by some spreadsheets 

and some manual reporting tools to an inte-
grated system designed specifically for foun-
dations with many more of the tools we rely 
on built in.  2008 was the first full year of the 
Foundation’s use of the Foundation Informa-
tion Management System (FIMS) and the 
transition has taken longer than planned for.  
Thanks to the hard work of Board member 
Gerry Brake, we seem to be through the worst 
of this transition and are starting to see some 
of the promised benefits. 
 
Early in 2009, and with regret, we accepted 
the resignation of Glenn Stresman, our Execu-
tive Director for the past six years.  Glenn has 
accepted a similar job with the Windsor Essex 
Community Foundation to be closer to his 
family.  We are pleased to have hired a re-
placement, Vikram Varma, who is coming up 
to speed very well. 
 
The decision has also been made to partici-
pate in the 2009 Vital Signs program.  This is 
intended to analyze and highlight some of the 
community needs in Kingston & Area while 
increasing the visibility of the Foundation in 
our community.

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Investments 
As of Jan. 15, 2009, the Foundation’s portfolio totaled $9,213,573, with equities comprising 45 % of the assets, 48% invested in fixed income and 7% 
remaining in cash.  For the 12 months ending December 31, 2008 the Foundation’s portfolio returned -12.06 %, well ahead of three benchmark indices: 
S&P/TSX Composite Index  - 35.0 % 
S&P 500 Index (CDN $) - 24.9 % 
Dow Jones Industrial Average (CDN $) - 19.2 % 
 
Funds 
Donations to the endowment funds were up from 2007 by 50% to $619,374, but donations were down slightly for the operating and flow through 
funds.  The total contributions to the endowment funds now total $8,977,909.  
 
Operations 
Due to a loss of $78,516 from the Operating Endowment Fund, revenue to the operating fund decreased to $135,151 from $225,968 a year ago.  Expenses 
remained in line with last years expenditures and totaled $329,875 compared to $314,377 for the same period in 2007, resulting in a deficit of $197 ,724 
for the year.

2008 was a very rewarding year for granting at The Community Foundation for King ston & Area.  A lthough less funding was available 
than in the previous two years, the Grants Committee had two successful Community Grants rounds.  During the spring round, 26 grants  
were given for a total of  $68,115.  In the fall, because a smaller amount was available, we advertised for “the fall of small grants” and 
awarded 17 g rants of  amounts of $2,000 or less, for a to tal of $32,286.  We provided the fall recipients with their cheques during our  
Community party at Memorial Hall in December, which was a very successful event fo r both donors and grant recipients. 
 
In June of 2008, our Stark Family Fund Granting Program celebrated another successful year in the Prince Edward County area.  There 
were 14 applications approved, for a total of $51,000.  
 
While our o ther grants committees were busy reviewing grant applications, the Youth Advisory Committee (YAC)  was also busy with  
their own granting initiatives.  In 2008, YA C was only able to  ho ld one mini-grant round, which they held in the spring.  They approved 6  
mini-grant applications for amounts of  $400 or less, for a to tal of $1,892.  These cheques were delivered to each of  the 5 schools by mem-
bers of YA C, which was a rewarding experience for all invo lved.    
 
YAC members also partic ipated in two special events in 2008, the f irst being the Youth Environmental Forum that took place at the 
YMCA Outdoor Education Centre in K itchener-Waterloo in May.  They spent the weekend in cabins with no electric ity, taking part in 
various lectures about energy conservation, and brainstorming with members of YAC’s from all across Canada on environmental issues.  
The second event was the CFC Conference that took place in Montreal in November.  Three of our YAC members were able to attend,  
and we were also able to act as the intermediary for 3 YAC members f rom various Russian youth groups.  After the conference was  
complete, our K ingston YAC members said that the experience with the o ther YAC’s, particularly those f rom Russia, was invaluable. 
 
One granting area that has really f lourished over the past couple years is our Flow-Through granting.  By the end of 2008, 54 f low through 
funds had been established,  and this is by far the largest granting area in terms of  monies leaving the foundation.  These funds have been 
extremely benef icial for the foundation, as repeat flow throug h fund donors have begun to add CFKA as one of their annual grantees.  
Althoug h staff time is invo lved, the donor relations we have made with these funds have been excellent, and continue to grow.
